STARBILIZED CONSTRUCTION ENTRANCE

INSTALLATION:

1. Install at any point of ingress or egress at a construction
site where adjacent traveled way is paved.

2. Clear and grub area and grade to provide slope shown
for driveway, or access/intersection. [f adjacent to
waterway, use a maximum slope of 2%.

3. Compact subgrade and place filter fabric if required.

4. Place coarse aggregate, 1 to 2 /2 inches size, to a
minimum depth of 6 inches for commercial projects, and 4
inches for residential projects.

MAINTENANCE:

1. Inspect daily for loss of gravel or sediment buildup.

2. Inspect adjacent roadway for sediment deposit and clean
by sweeping or shoveling.

3. Repair entrance and replace gravel as required to
maintain control in good working condition.

4. Expand stabilized area as required to accommodate
traffic, and off site street parking and prevent erosion at
driveway.
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INSTALLATION:

1. Where possible, layout the silt fence 5 to 10 feet
beyond the toe of sicpe.

2. Align the fence olong the contour as close os
possible.

3. When excavating the trench, use machinery thot will
produce no more thon the desired dimension,

4. Place posts & foot on center along contour {or use
pre ossembled unit) and drive 2 feet (min.) into ground.
Excavate on anchor trench (8 inches wide and 8 inches
deep) immediotely up—gradient of posts.

5. Cut fabric to required width, unroll along length of
barrier and drape over barrier. Secure fabric to, stokes
with staples, or similar, with trailing edge extending into
anchor trench.

6. Backfill trench aver filter fabric to anchor.

MAINTENANCE:

1 Inspect immediately ofter any rainfall and at least
daily during prolonged rainfall,

2. Look for runoff bypassing ends of borriers or
undercutting fence (repair immediately).

3. Repair or replace damaged areas of the fence and
remove occumulated sediment.

4., Re—anchor fence as necessary to prevent
shorteutting.

5. Remove accumuloted sediment when it reaches %
the height of the fence.
